This unit is designed for installation in a controlled environment
(temperature controlled, indoor area free of conductive
contaminants). Avoid installing the UPS in locations where there is
static or flowing water, or excessive humidity.

Do not plug the UPS input into its own output.

Do not attach a power strip or surge suppressor to the UPS.

Do not connect non-computer-related items, such as medical
equipment, life-support equipment, microwave ovens, or vacuum
cleaners to UPS.

To reduce the risk of overheating the UPS, do not cover the UPS
cooling vents and avoid exposing the unit to direct sunlight or
installing the unit near heat emitting appliances such as air heaters
or furnaces.

Unplug the UPS prior to cleaning and do not use liquid or spray
detergent.

Do not dispose the batteries into fire as they may explode.

Do not open or mutilate the battery or batteries. Released
electrolyte is harmful to the skin and eyes. It may be toxic.

A battery can present arisk of electrical shock and high short circuit
current. The following precautions should be observed when
working on batteries:
